
Rice Canyon Ranch 

 
  

LOCATION: The Rice Canyon Ranch is located east of the Lassen County town of Susanville, CA. It is 

easily accessible from Reno, NV or from the Sacramento Valley. The Rice Canyon ranch is located east of the 

Susanville. It has lots of paved County Rd frontage, located between Susanville and Standish. It is on the North 

side of road.   

 

ACREAGE:  Approximately 847 deeded acres, with 300 plus acres irrigated. Balance is in native pastures, 

farmstead, and a feed lot. 

 

IRRIGATION:  Irrigation water is supplied from three wells. The wells have newer (within the last 6 years) 

pumps, bowls, etc. Two pivots irrigate approximately 238 acres and wheel lines irrigate about 60 acres. 

Windmills and solar panels supply stock water on the native pastures. 

 

CROPS: Crops on the Rice Canyon Ranch in the recent past have consisted of alfalfa and alfalfa / grass hay; 

under a three cut schedule, yields vary from 4-6 tons per acre. Approximately 450 acres are used for dry land 

farming, native pasture, and to winter feed cows on. There are 160 acres in organic wheat under pivot and 

another pivot has 90 acres in organic wheat. Three wheel lines irrigate 43 acres of organic wheat. 35 acres are 

wheel line irrigated alfalfa.  

 

IMPROVEMENTS: Improvements for the Rice Canyon Ranch include three homes. A 4-bedroom, 2 bath, and 

den/office, modular home in excellent condition; a 2-bedroom 1-bath mobile home; and a 1-bedroom, 1 – 

bathroom house for hired help. The ranch also has several barns with storage for about 1,500 tons of hay. There 

is a hay grinding shed to facilitate the winter feeding of cattle. A fully enclosed shop with a concrete floor, a 

horse barn, tack room, two sets of working corrals, and an approx. 200 head feed lot. Most of the 

improvements, including fences, are in good to excellent condition. 

 

LIVESTOCK: In past a lot of cattle were fed on this ranch during the winter time. There is also some excellent 

spring pasture on the ranch. The ranch has room to expand both the hay/grain or livestock operations. 

 

COMMENTS: This is a very clean operation with no junk. Buildings are older but in good condition. There is 

plenty of room to expand the hay or cattle operation. In addition there is room for expansion and other uses.
